But iicmaUy, the bnjng me:in~ 
ing of tlN,t Pentecort was iu ~ing the 
way for othtts to follow :a.fttr. • 

And while the day of Pentecost was 
gttting <>n, they- [the diKipl~] iff«' 
:all together with one ;iccord in one 
place. . . . And they were 611«1 "ffitb 
the Holy Spirit . . . :i:nd bc~n to spQk 
.. , u tlie Spirit gav.e them the power 
of utterance .. , about the gr«r ~di 
of God ....

Pmtccos:t tnu tk d1ty 
wbm fix re-,l 11.-ork. uf tbe church begm, 
when me Chrinfan people .·u::ceptN cht 
11gend11 of tMir ~nishe-d bUMCS., in rm 
world ;and began to get on with it! ThO!B! 
:fine Cbri$ti;im were ru>t very wcll-fw:nismd 
in u_rrns 0£ ec:cle.siutical appara.ru,1, Their 
org;inization w:.s $Inky, t~ir p:,tity and 
discipline: s.kctchy. Their theologian& WC'tli 

in tyr,,~l disasreem«it, ~nd their mon 
prominent ''lay leaders" wer-e Ananias and 
Sllpphiral 

Even so, that Pentecost was ever thcrc~ 
after memonble is rhe Church's birthday, 
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:i.s tbe d:ay when Joel's prophecy wa, ful­
tilled-wh~ the Holy Spirit would comt1 
and abide as Cod's 1wvermng ptesCnce in du: 
!lli<ht of his Pcopb-.ind thu n:lcinOt;' rf:­
fflllincd, even when the rwhing mighty wind 
s:uh<sided to homiletical zephyrs, when glos­
solaln, W~5 rckg,1ted to the ma.rguu of 
Chrirti.iQ c:xpeiicnct1, when tho tong-uJl;S of 
fuee gave way to controversy and conllic.t. 
Pentecost is rightly-remembered ;I$ the day 
when the Christwi. dwteh wu 6.und:icd on 
its career in history, for the world. In every 
age, her perfomunce has been scand;iloll$ly 
~ott of h« vi!Jions a.n.d ~m.,--:md her 
plain impenti,;es. And yc-t ilio in every 
age since the ~~ PentetOGt, it is the 
Chrutian church dut Ii.a-, nutted otf the 
crucial difft.rencc bctWceil min'& best bope 
and his genuine despair. 

I know a$ wecll as- a.nyQne tha1 this an­
alogy between dµt fim hinhiby and dii, 
one of out& does not apply founqu:are. Ou. 
new church d.oes not represent-a radiQl 
lm:.1k with. our $1:'\'U:U inst h4tnric:s nor i$ 
~e 2 com~k in~ntion w11tacd a 
radioilly new future. Even so, the ami.lDgy 
bftw-ccn tha fine: Penteco5t 3..11(! this one 
could he ttlifying to us; tO(). Tl!is i, the day 
when t~ real work. of Jh, UMC hegms, It 
i.s a day when doon ~tt opened clut hffi:.. 
t.ofo~ Wcl'\! c.umd, wbe.n ~w ~•ibiUtie11 
of reforrn;ttion and rmew:u are lirctally ''at 
hand," 

The «sencc o£ the tvcnc u idf~r:vitfcnt: 
it is the :iceomplimed fact of ~ Unlced 
.Methodist Ch\Jrcb. Where once, scarcdy a 
~r.icion .ago, there< were five churches, 
now rhcrc u on~ Where once: our ditfc:nnccs 
kept us apart-v;•ith different la.oguage, :md 
folkways--now ~y are ovei,comc o.c Qt 

~st contained within a brger c-irde of 
committed fellowship. We lnve been Chris­
ti.In hTti:hreo, a£tcr a fashioo,. for the be-t­
t.cr pu:r: of twt> centlil'iH-b-ut tefr(rrldtnl 
brethren. Nov ouc memberships and Jnini.~­
trics have bee[l mingled wit:b4ut compnr 
mite OT indignity; our ~rate tnditiom 
have l>ccn rublat.td and nude ooe:.. 
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Obviou.sly, :no fan of our '\'entUll! in 
unity is really fmnhcd as yet. Our joy itt 
th;s union ought to be tempered by our re­
nwmbr.mce, in love, of those othen of -our 
Chmiim bredu-cn. whom ·we acknowkd,ge 
as sue-b, .nd ye,t fr-0m whom we are still 
$epar:ited. Moxcov¢, Ji& v~OU$ ptm.:tic~l, 
domestic problems posed by our agenda in 
this Conference loom iarg~ and exigent. It 
will n<JI be a debonak fonnight; few of us 
:ltt likely U> be c(>n!XA~ witk d'll: outc-omi:. 
And yet, here w~ artt and th~ i1 our bird1-
{fay. Here we tum II nl?W' p!!ge in modem 
church h"oory--:it1d, just M IDlllJtiltSI is 
excluded from our cclebra.tion. -!IO also u 
cynicwn. 

L4l't m tlwn alik ounelves what this fact 
of a .new church nukes poffible. Wbu v.'ill 
it take t-0 cum d1is beginning into the re­

c;:in offer our Ut18nldging gntitude .and 
honor to all those whose roiJ arul 1n~, 
:hitli and lortiru.de haw Jed us to thii oour 
~o long M wc are all ck.., that OOJW of 
their lil.u.reh (and crnain1y none of ours) is 
for restmg t1n. We have much 1:0 be grate­
ful for, nothing ro he comp~t 11bout. 
Our joy this day is foretaste: forctute of 
a £unu-c that can be even more cmi.tive 
thw we lu.v~ y~ ducc:l to ask. or think. 

Thlt m.eam tb.1t, ;u we twn mm our 
cenmony of beginnings to the t.uh that 
follow, our foremtnt need is for a vivid 
~ertse of W chutCh we luvl? b!iczt cillcd to 
htl. Ry whn noii:m mill we ~k to tr.ul$­

fonn our covenant inro genWJ1e koim:mi1? 
By wlmt princi;pl= .are we willing to be 
guided in ~ :igoma of growth tlur li.c 
.lhe:ld? To wruu heave-.nly vi~on are WC pre­
pared to be-obedim~ in the difflw.lr d2ys 
uu:l y~rs tb.li even tl:u:. blit!Ks't optillmt 
can i~? 

One thing is for mrci what has sened 
rill now as our suJw 1111n nle will simply 
11ot suffice for the llpc,oming furore. For all 
its great merits--for 2.ll its saint.:s and 
h~ itmding ord« i, now too ~rly 
p:t«u:cupicd with self-lllllintm.mcc and sur~ 
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viviL The world is in forioos a.nd 2go~ 
toriooil, im:omprdiemible and Un!lUJllgea 
:able. The church is in r.uiical Cr-$$, arul in 
the mroe:s of a profound de.moruixttion, u 
every level: of faith aod order, Jifr and 
work. In suc.b. times, 0ll$1.ftCSS :is usual sim­
ply wm B()t get OW' b~ doru,. O11.f owu 
p.ist golden age (d\C'. 19th cenrury)-the 
bey.:u.y of pietism in I pre-ucbmiitd society 
-has fofod. Pronticnmm for romorrow 
must be ;is dynamically ad-4ptive ro the new

Each of the term,, lw; h2d ~ varied history 
of interpretation 11nd misinterpretation; e.u:h 
hu, ~ a fighting word at one time or ,1n­
other. It js -0nly when all thne ~ caken 
md held logttbu-each bahmdng :uui ex­
plaining the oth"" two-dut we c:tn recog•

The b:isic meanmg of the word "atho­
lic" u ''whole:' "ulUVOr~~u "1>pc1:1," It re­
minds us that true unity .not only 21low-s fot 
diversity. it requirts i.t. 'ICatbolic:'' bu never 
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rightly meant "imiform," "kx:l-ncp," 
"produced by u:rnpbte." It means ''mclu­
tiv~--a c:ommu.air:y in which all cbe mein­
bcl"$ ••bfkmg" eq\lally and by rig-ht of mem­
bership, in which a:ll minitters sh:u-ci cqu:i.Uy 
the basic o.ffi« of reptestntlng the whole 
church, by right of oniination. It mel!JU 
"~n"~ community wh0$e bou11d,vid ttc 
sec hy the Cbrutian wrnthds (the b11r~ 
essentials :at that) in which it ~ b-,1d faith 
for ll.nyottO fo deny !ull m:cmbtr1hip tO any 
othu ,avo by tlli! c:mON of f;.ith in Chritt 
a.rtd the Chris-tfan discipline thai: derives 
from dut oonf~sicin. This rules out ~ dis­
tinctions based on l";!CC, ~:,;, cl:m and cul­
tun!--.Uld so -al.ro all distinctions lmed on 
putisan emphases on ch.i:s dek;roo,e or t~t. 
thii< form of wor5hip, or th.at, this patwn 
of policy or dut.

fencing lll.f from their sacnmetttJ, this does 
.nor :aker the iax:t th:a.t we have rmly :isbd, 
with appropriate digPity, what i~ m{uircd 
of us, and d~ for the v.illd mingling of 
<iur ®!mbenhips, ministries and. $aCtmR'.nU, 

lt is also tntc that t:he other churcbes :ire 
not folly (::1,d101ic, cither-®d this is the

integral "utbo/i(:" frllow~I? in Chris~ the
